WRITTEN COMPREHENSIVE EXAMS

From the Patterson School Professors:        
You do not have much time on each exam, so make every word count. You should begin by spending several minutes thinking about the question and preparing an outline. Double-spacing and 12-point font is preferred.
Part of your grade will depend on the clarity of your thesis, your use of strong topic sentences and your paragraph construction. Be sure to reference specific arguments, evidence, and authors in your essays wherever possible. Formal footnotes are not required, but authors’ names should be provided in the text in parentheses. 

Label your essay document for each exam section with: 
Last Name, First Name; Major or Minor or Professional Module
Ex: Doe, Jane - Major Exam

At the end of each exam section:
1. Save your essay(s) on a Patterson School thumb drive
2. Save your essay(s) on your own thumb drive
You can save your work on the PC desktop during the exam time; just remember that if you turn the PC off, your files will be deleted.
